There are a number of ways to say this without
using hooked, too.

To hook someone = to capture their attention, which
is what your professors failed to do.

To hook someone up with something is kind of an
informal way of describing favors.

“My boss hooked me up with some hockey tickets,
so I’m going to the game tonight.” (My boss kindly
gave me some hockey tickets...)

They didn’t have the logic of their answer.

You could also use follow here: It was difficult to
follow the logic of their explanations (or arguments,
or presentations, etc.)
